The BYH board continues to strive to offer a varied and challenging 
program for all of our players. We are looking forward to another exciting 
hockey season and welcome your input and involvement to help the 
program grow.

**New Registration Policy** 
 

For the upcoming season, every player is required to have the following 
three forms filled out and turned in WITH THEIR registration: 1. Code of 
Conduct, 2. Liability Waiver and, 3. Consent to Treat. (These forms may 
be downloaded from the “Handouts” section of the BYH website, or will be 
on hand at registration.)   



EXPLANATION OF PROGRAMS AND FEES: 
 

 Basic Registration Early Discount Policy & “New” Fee Structure:  BYH is once 
again offering our early registration discount program for all players.  If you register 
for the 2008-2009 season by June 30th you will be charged a basic registration rate 
of $650.  You can either pay the basic fee of $650 in one payment, or submit two 
checks (one dated 6/30 for $350 and the other dated 9/1 for $300).  Mite registration 
is $550 and can be split into two payments of $275. (Dated 6/30 and 9/1.)  To lock in 
at the discounted rate, both checks and necessary paperwork must be received prior 
to the June 30th cut-off date.  

 

 Basic Registration Fee:  After June 30th, all players on A, B, or C teams will be 
charged the full basic registration fee of $750 ($650 for Mites).  

 

 Family Discounts:  A discount of $50 will be given for an additional family member 
registered in BYH. (The “Learn to Play” hockey program is excluded from the family 
discount program.)   

 

 House or “C” Team:  Because we are increasing the practices to twice per week 
for “C” teams at the Squirt, Peewee and Bantam level, an additional payment of 
$200 must be made by all “C” team players no later than the first team practice.  All 
costs are covered by the basic registration and additional $200 fees. This includes: 
two practices/week, 10 home games slots (10 reciprocal away games expected), 
use of game jerseys, one pair of socks, and referee fees. If the team chooses to 
participate in tournaments, parents are responsible for applicable fees. In case of 
hardship, payment arrangements must be made with the treasurer. 

 

 Travel A & B:  In addition to the basic registration fee, all travel A & B players incur 
a $600 travel fee. This must be paid in full providing two post-dated checks for 10/15 
and 11/15, each in the amount of $300 at the first travel tryout. If your child is not 
selected for the travel team, your checks will be returned. These fees include: two 
practices/week, 20 home game slots (20 reciprocal away games expected), use of 
jerseys, and two pairs of socks. In case of hardship, payment arrangements must be 
made with the treasurer. Tournament fees, officials’ fees, name plates for jerseys, 
and extra ice for games and practices will be paid for by assessments to players’ 
families. Fund raising may also be done to cover these expenses  

 

 Mite “Travel” Team:  The Mite travel team will be formed during mid-November on 
a try-out basis. In addition to the basic registration fee, the Mite travel team players 
will incur a $300 travel fee. The travel fee must be paid in full by the first Mite travel 
team practice. The Mite travel team fees cover the cost of an additional practice slot 
every other week and 5 additional home game ice slots (5 reciprocal away games 
expected).  These players will continue to play with their respective teams, but will 
participate in these additional games and practices as well.  

 

 Tryouts: All players interested in playing on a Travel “A” or “B” team must 
participate in tryouts. Tryouts usually occur in early September.  These usually 
consist of two or three on-ice sessions. Team selections are announced after the 
final session. The tryout fee of $50 and required forms must be paid prior to first 



tryout session. Players must be properly registered with BYH before tryouts. (This 
includes the Before Midget team players.)   

 

 Travel Fees: All skaters who are trying out for a travel “A” or “B” team are required 
to have two postdated checks with them at tryouts.  No skater will be allowed to 
travel until the travel fee postdated checks are received.  If a player is not selected 
for a travel team, the postdated checks and basic registration fee will be returned. 

 

 Travel Goalies:  “A” & “B” travel team goalies will receive a 50% discount on their 
travel fees.  (This discount does not apply to registration fees.)  “House” or “C” team 
goalies do not qualify for this discount.   

 

 New Members:  Any player who is a member of another hockey association MUST 
obtain a written “Player Release Form” from their current association prior to their 
registration with BYH. (This form may be downloaded from the “Handouts” section of 
the BYH website).   

 

 Outstanding Balances:  Members with an outstanding balance from a previous 
year will be required to pay the outstanding balance before they will be allowed to 
participate. Any player with an outstanding balance from BYH will not be allowed on 
the ice until all commitments have been fulfilled. 

  

 Refunds:  Full refunds of fees paid (less an administrative fee of $75) will be made 
for players who have not participated in practice or games. Other refunds will be 
prorated and based on Board discretion. 

 

 Equipment:  If buying new equipment, the Board is urging the purchase of black 
helmets, pants and gloves to provide a more uniform look among BYH players. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: The home ice for BYH is the Bethlehem Area YMCA in Delmar and 
Albany Academy in Albany.  At times, we may have to utilize other area facilities due 
to scheduling conflicts. Games and practices are occasionally canceled due to 
weather or other circumstances beyond our control. We will make every effort to 
reschedule these events.
